A
keen interest in her mother’s Plain heritage has inspired Beverly to write many Amish-related
novels, beginning with The Shunning, which has sold more than one million copies. The Brethren

was honored with a 2007 Christy Award. Beverly lives with her husband, David, in Colorado.

In "Amish Prayers," Beverly Lewis provides English translations of a selection of prayers from "Die
Ernsthafte Christenpflicht," an early eighteenth century prayer collection that has been treasured by
the Amish and Mennonites for generations. Lewis’s translations are sensitive to the Anabaptist
theology reflected in the prayers, and her style is appropriately simple and straightforward.It’s great

to have this book available in Kindle format, so that these moving prayers are always handy.
